LEARNING OUTCOMES AND WHATS HAPPENING IN CLASS

•
Music is used which offers a wide variety of sounds & textures to help children develop a sense of rhythm, timing & musical appreciation. Also popular music which is familiar to the children to get them really enjoying themselves and to have fun!! (I am always asking them for their favourite songs!!)

•
Dances and exercises which allow children to use their imagination develop self expression, creativity, control & co-ordination, physical fitness and transfer of weight. Gives them the opportunity to explore and experiment with their own ideas.

•
Props are used to encourage children to move in different qualities and help them produce the movement we want them to get eg. Height and elevation

Children learn basic dance disciplined behaviours such as waiting, taking turns, following instructions, working together and having a positive attitude.
